B.	 To accept and abide by all provisions of the JSA ordinance, and of all other pertinent ordinances or 
regulations that may be adopted in the future.

C.	 To operate and maintain any waste pretreatment facilities, as may be required as a condition of 
acceptance into the wastewater treatment system of industrial wastes   involved in an efficient manner 
at all times, and at no expense to the JSA.

D.	 To cooperate at all times with the JSA and its representatives in their inspecting, sampling, and study of 
the industrial wastes, and any facilities provided for pretreatment.

E.	 To notify the JSA immediately in the event of any accident, or other occurrence that that occasions 
contributor to the wastewater or substances prohibited or not covered by this permit.

F.	 To incur all expenses involved during each monitoring visit by the JSA in; sampling,inspection, in-house 
and contracted laboratory analysis, administrative costs, and any technical, enginering, and/or legal 
assistance required.
